GAME NOTES
• The Lee baseball has continued to climb in the 
national polls. The Flames are currently No. 3 in 
the April 7 NCBWA Poll. The Flames are No. 5 in the 
April 5 Collegiate Baseball Poll.
• Shorter is No. 25 in the April 7 NCBWA Poll.
• Lee head coach Mark Brew is two wins shy of 600. 
He enters the weekend at 598-231-2, all at Lee.
• The 24-2 record to start the season is the best since 
the 2008 season when Lee started its season 37-2 
and finished with a 63-10 record.
• The Flames’ 13-game win streak is tied for the 
sixth-longest in Lee history. The 2008 team won 34 
straight and the 2005 team posted 17-straight wins. 
Three seasons (2009, 2010 and 2012) saw the Flames 
win 14 in a row. The 2007 and 2011 teams also ran off 
13 wins.
• Lee has won 18 straight at home. It is the second-
longest streak in DII, behind Lindenwood’s 21.
• Shorter enters with a three-game streak after 
sweeping Christian Brothers last weekend. The 
Hawks have won 11 of their last 13.
• Shorter and Lee are tied for the best ERA in the 
GSC this season at 3.48. The Flames have recorded 

five shutouts to three for the Hawks.
• Logan Workman (0.72) and Seth Konkel (2.18) are 
first and third in ERA, while Shorter’s Jonathan 
Pintaro is No. 2 (2.11).
• Pintaro leads the GSC with seven wins. Workman 
and Konkel are tied with four others with four, 
including Shorter’s Taylor Boisclair.
• After this weekend’s games, the Flames travel to 
Livingston, Ala., for a GSC series with West Alabama.
• The Flames return home on April 23 for a weekend 
GSC series with Mississippi College. The games are 
the final scheduled home games this season.
• Lee will complete the regular season with a three-
game GSC series at West Florida, April 30-May 1.
• There has been a format change announced to this 
year’s GSC Baseball Championship. 
• The Championship will use a split double-
elimination bracket with the No. 1, 4, 5 and 8 seeds 
in one bracket and the No. 2, 3, 6 and 7 seeds in the 
other. This first round will be held at Choccolocco 
Park in Oxford, Ala. from May 7-11.
• The winners of each bracket will face off in a best-
of-3 series hosted by the higher seed on May 18-20.
