#7 LEE UNIVERSITY (14-2, 13-1) VS. MONTEVALLO  (9-9, 6-9)

GAME NOTES
• The Lee baseball team improved one spot to No. 7 
in the March 17 NCBWA Poll. The Flames were also 
No. 7 in the March 3 edition, before dropping to No. 8 
on March 10. The Flames are also No. 7 in the March 
15 Collegiate Baseball Poll.
• The Flames are 13-1 in Gulf South Conference play 
with sweeps over Union, Valdosta State, Christian 
Brothers and Delta State at home. Lee won 2-of-3 at 
AUM in their lone road GSC series.
• The 14-2 record to start the season is the best 
since the 2013 season when Lee began 14-2 before 
improving the start of its season to 18-2.
• Other GSC series this weeked are: AUM at UAH; 
Shorter at Mississippi College; West Alabama at 
West Georgia; Christian Brothers at West Florida; 
and Union at Delta State.
• Lee stays home for a mid-week non-conference 
date with Carson-Newman on Tuesday before 
traveling to Carrollton, Ga., for a GSC series with 
West Georgia. The series will be the first three of 
seven-consecutive road games.

• Lee is fourth in the GSC with a team batting 
average of .293. West Florida (.309) is at the top with 
UAH (.304) and Valdosta State (.296) right behind. 
Montevallo is seventh at .269.
• Montevallo has the second-best ERA in the 
conference at 3.57. Lee is No. 5 with an ERA of 3.93.
• Alan Smith is one of four batters in the GSC batting 
over .400. Landon Silver has the top slugging 
percentage (.738) and Smith is ninth (.611).
• Silver is second in the GSC with 24 RBIs, while 
Ryan Beamish is third (23).
• Silver is tied for first with seven home runs. 
Beamish is tied for third with five.
• Montevallo has the top three on the hit by pitch list. 
Khalid Collymore has been hit 10 times, Asa Awbry 
nine and Ben Teel eight.
• The Flames return home on April 9 for a weekend 
GSC series with Shorter.
• Following this weekend, the Flames have six GSC 
series remaining on the schedule with two at home 
and four on the road.
