R� OVERVIEW: Tonight is the first meeting between Lee University and Frostburg State University.

R� LAST TIME OUT: The Flames won two of three last weekend at AUM. Lee then traveled to 

Harrogate, Tenn., on Wednesday to battle Lincoln Memorial for the second time this season. LMU 

plated four runs in the bottom of the seventh inning to break a 3-3 tie and record the 7-3 win. 

R� TODAY’S OPPONENT: Frostburg State (Frostburg, Maryland) is a member of the Mountain East 

Conference (MEC). The Bobcats opened with three straight wins at Bluefield State, followed 

by losses to Goldey-Beacom and Kutztown. FSU swept Dominican (N.Y.) in a doubleheader on 

February 26. Last weekend, the Bobcats won two of three against Clarion University. They split 

Saturday’s doubleheader, winning 9-1 and losing 7-4. In the finale, FSU scored twice in the bottom 

of the ninth to win 10-9.

R� UPCOMING: The Flames will return to the road for five games starting with a trip to Carson-

Newman (Jefferson City, Tenn.) on Tuesday. Lee travels to Livingston, Ala., for a GSC series 

against West Alabama next weekend. The Flames finish the road stretch with a trip to 

Jackson, Tenn., for a second meeting with Lane College. Lee returns home on March 24 to 

begin a GSC series with Mississippi College.
