R� OVERVIEW: Lee and West Georgia have met 25 times in the all-time series with UWG owning a 

16-9 advantage, although Lee has won the last three and four of the last six. The teams have not 

faced off since the 2021 season where they met in a three-game series in Carrollton, Georgia.

R� LAST TIME OUT: The Flames scored four runs in the first inning and held off a ninth-inning 

comeback attempt to win 6-4 in a non-conference meeting with Carson-Newman on Tuesday.

Josiah Miller delivered a two-run double and Riley Black drilled a two-run home run in the 

bottom of the first to erase a 1-0 deficit. Cam Suto added an RBI single in the fifth and Black 

scored his second run of the game on a wild pitch in the sixth to push the Lee lead to 6-2. The 

Eagles plated two runs in the top of the ninth before Hunter Lane was able to close the door 

and record his third save of the year. 

R� TODAY’S OPPONENT: West Georgia lost its season opener 11-2 to Augusta before winning their 

next six, including the first two against West Alabama (12-6 and 4-3). UWG rebounded from a 6-5 

loss to UWA with a 16-3 non-conference win at Tuskegee.

R� UPCOMING: The Flames remain at home to battle Lane College on Wednesday, March 1. Lee 

will travel to Montgomery, Alabama, to take on AUM in another GSC series next weekend.
