R� OVERVIEW: Lee and West Georgia are meeting for the 18th time in the series history 
with the Wolves claiming three of the last four contests. The Lady Flames are 5-2 in 
matches played in Paul Dana Walker Arena.

R� LAST TIME OUT: The Lady Flames ended a nine-match skid with a 3-1 (25-20, 25-18, 
18-25, 25-22) win over Valdosta State Friday evening. Lee won the opening set for the 
second time this season. Sophia Lippert led Lee with 12 kills and Abby Stroh added 10 
kills. Ashton Middleton (22) and Clarissa Soza (18) were Lee’s assist leaders. Stroh and 
Soza paced Lee with 18 and 15 digs, respectively.

R� TODAY’S OPPONENT: The Wolves have lost their last two matches, 3-1 against Union 
and 3-1 Friday night at Shorter. UWG has posted GSC wins against Valdosta State (3-1) 
and Christian Brothers (3-0). Against Shorter, Emilee Harris led UWG in kills with 11, 
while Zoë LaBreche had nine and Caitlin Frazee chipped in with eight. Autumn Mayes 
had 21 assists to go with six kills and nine digs.

R� UPCOMING: The Lady Flames travel to Valdosta State on Tuesday before heading to 
Auburn Montgomery on Friday and West Florida next Saturday. Lee returns to Walker 
Arena October 11 for a non-conference date with Young Harris College.
