2023 NCAA DII SOUTH REGION SECOND ROUND NOTES
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• No. 2 seed Lee University and No. 3 seed Florida Tech face off in the 
second round today. The winner advances to take on either No. 1 Embry-
Riddle (Fla.) or No. 5 Nova Southeastern on either November 30 or 
December 1 at the home of the higher remaining seed.

• Florida Tech advanced to the second round with a 3-0 win over Rollins 
College on Friday evening. The Panthers received goals from Josefine 
Nilsen, Lauryn Wood and Marem Ndiongue. Ndiongue also recorded two 
assists. Ayana Aoyagi tallied two saves in the win.

• The other half of the South Region bracket is being played in Daytona 
Beach, and hosted by the No. 1 seed Embry-Riddle. No. 5 Nova Southeastern 
scored three goals inside a five minute period late in the second half after 
a UWF player was sent off following her second yellow card to defeat No. 4 
West Florida, 3-1, and advance to face ERAU on Sunday.

• This is the third time Lee and Florida Tech have met, with all three 
coming in the NCAA DII Tournament. The Lady Flames recorded a 2-0 win 
with goals by Isabelle Berthoud and Summer Lanter in the First Round 
of the 2017 Tournament. In the last meeting, the teams competed in the 
Second Round the last time Lee hosted the First and Second Rounds 
(November 21, 2021). Lee took a 1-0 lead off a goal by Jordan Blair just 5:50 
into the game. Florida Tech’s Mayara Queiroz Reis tallied the equalizer at 
17:37. Neither team would score the rest of regulation and throughout two 
overtime periods. The Panthers advanced after winning the shootout 3-2.

• Florida Tech shared first place with Embry-Riddle (Fla.), but earned the 
No. 1 seed, in the Sunshine State Conference regular season with an 8-1-1 
conference mark and made it to the Championship match of the SSC 
Tournament where they lost 1-0 to Embry-Riddle.

• The Panthers are making their eighth NCAA tournament appearance 
and the first since 2021 when they advanced to the quarterfinals. They are 
now 4-6-8 all-time in the NCAA Tournament. In the eight draws, Florida 
Tech has won seven of the eight shootouts.

• Florida Tech is led by SSC Player of the Year Marem Ndiongue who 
has scored 16 goals and posted 41 points. Ayana Aoyagi was the SSC 
Goalkeeper of the Year and carries a 0.44 Goals Against Average into 
today’s game. Aoyagi has recorded 45 saves with a 0.849 save percentage 
and has eight shutouts to go with two combined shutouts. Head Coach 
Ryan Moon was selected the SSC Coach of the Year.

• The Lady Flames are making their eighth NCAA tournament 
appearance. Lee has posted a 5-5-3 record and reached the NCAA 
Semfinals in 2018. In the team’s three draws, the Lady Flames have 
advanced following just one of the three shootouts.

• Lee finished second  (11-0-2) in the Gulf South Conference and rattled off 
three straight wins to win the GSC Tournament Championship. The Lady 
Flames beat No. 7 seed West Georgia 2-0, No. 3 Mississippi College 3-1 
and No. 4 Montevallo 3-0 in the Championship Game.

• Kate Dirkse led four Lady Flames onto the All-GSC Teams. Dirkse was 
named the GSC Defensive Player of the Year and joined Alaysia Nye, 
Juliana Lopes and Grace Berry on the All-GSC First Team.

• Abby Whitcomb holds a 12-0-4 record with 44 saves and a 0.880 save 
percentage. She has posted seven shutouts with another three combined 
shutouts. Alaysia Nye leads the Lee offense with 12 goals and 26 points. 
Grace Berry and Ashley Eulo are tied for the team lead with seven assists.
