R� LAST TIME OUT: Last weekend Lee recorded two draws. The Flames battled Delta State for 90 minutes to a 0-0 tie 

on Friday before playing to a 2-2 tie against Mississippi Collge on Sunday. 
R� ROUGH MONTH: October was not been kind to the Flames as they recorded a 0-2-4  record. The Flames tallied just 

five goals and allowed seven goals this month with two 2-2 ties (at Lander and against MC).
R� SCORING AT A PREMIUM: The Flames are scoring just 1.14 goals per game and are allowing 1.00 goals per outing. 

Lee has scored one goal or fewer in nine of their 14 matches. They have given up more than one goal in just four 
matches, while recording four shutouts.

R� ALL TIED UP: The Flames have recorded six ties this season. That mark equals the 2013 season when the Lee 
men posted a 13-5-6 record. Four of the last five matches have ended in a tie with the outlier a 1-0 loss suffered at 
Trevecca when the Trojans scored with 7:06 remaining.

R� BATTLE FOR POSTSEASON: The Flames head into today tied for ninth with Delta State. Trevecca and West Alabama 
are tied for seventh position with 11 points. Montevallo (12) is in sixth position. Lee and TNU are at CBU and Union 
this weekend, Montevallo is at MC and DSU.
