GAME NOTES
R� LAST TIME OUT: Lee ended a seven-game non-win streak with a 3-1 win at Union. The Flames’ last victory before 

Sunday afternoon was on September 29, a 3-0 win at Montevallo.
R� SCORING AT A PREMIUM: The Flames are scoring just 1.19 goals per game and are allowing 1.00 goals per outing. 

Lee has scored one goal or fewer in 10 of their 16 matches and have been shut out six times. They have given up 
more than one goal in just four matches, while recording four shutouts. 

R� ALL TIED UP: The Flames have recorded six ties this season. That mark equals the 2013 season when the Lee 
men posted a 13-5-6 record. Four of the last seven matches have ended in a tie. Lee has recorded ties with Lincoln 
Memorial (1-1), UAH (1-1), UWF (0-0), Lander (2-2), Delta State (0-0) and Mississippi College (2-2).

R� BATTLE FOR POSTSEASON: The Flames win at Union and losses by Montevallo and Alabama Huntsville helped Lee 
earn the final spot in the GSC Championship. This is Lee’s seventh time in the GSC Championship where they have 
posted a record of 6-6-1 overall and 1-3-0 against West Florida.

R� GSC POSTSEASON HONORS: The Flames had two players receive All-GSC honors. Defender Marc Ehmann was 
named First Team All-GSC and midfielder Marcos Garcia was named Second Team All-GSC.

R� UPCOMING DATES: Tonight’s winner advances to the GSC Semifinal in Huntsville, Ala., on Nov. 14 against either 
Spring Hill or Mississippi College.
