R� DOWN THE FINAL STRETCH: Including today, the Lady Flames have three contests remaining. Due to the 

postponement of the Valdosta State match, Lee will finish the regular season on a three-match road stretch 

against Christian Brothers, Union (November 3) and VSU (November 6). Lee enters the day tied for third with Union 

(20 points). The Lady Bulldogs have two games remaining. UAH is in fifth (14 points) with two games left.

R� GSC POSTSEASON SCENARIOS: The Lady Flames already earned a berth last weekend and can clinch the home 

field in the quarterfinals of the GSC Championship with a win tonight.

R� DEFENSE HOLDING GAMES CLOSE: The Lee defense has allowed 11 goals in 13 matches with three of those coming 

at Tampa, two more at Lander and two against West Florida. Abby Whitcomb has a goals against average of 0.85 

and has secured 52 saves with a save percentage of 0.825. She has recorded six shutouts this season.
