R� BEGINNING OF A NEW ERA: Tonight marks the first game for the Lady Flames under the tutelage of Lee Hughes 
as he takes over for Chris Hennessey who resigned to accept the head women’s soccer post at the University 
of South Alabama. Hughes worked as an assistant at University of Texas where the team made three NCAA 
appearances, including one trip to the Sweet 16.

R� MAJORITY OF THE ROSTER RETURNS: The Lady Flames return 18 of the 25 players from the 2023 squad, including 
seven starters. Back again are the team’s leading goal scorer (Alaysia Nye - 7) and assist women (Grace Berry and 
Ashley Eulo - 7). Abby Whitcomb led the team in saves (44), Goals Against Average (0.40) and wins (12). Lost from 
lat year’s roster is United Soccer Coaches Second Team All-American Kate Dirkse.

R� NON-CONFERENCE SCHEDULE: Lee begins the season with four non-conference battles beginning tonight 
against Eckerd. The Lady Flames are on the road for three of the first four contests with the lone home date against 
Lenoir-Rhyne on September 12 before opening GSC play at home against West Alabama and Alabama Huntsville on 
September 20 and 22, respectfully.
