GAME NOTES
R� LAST TIME OUT: The Lady Flames lost for the first time in GSC competition this season with a 2-0 setback to #15 

West Florida at home on Sunday. Lee was outshot 14-4 and UWF put six shots on goal to two by the Lady Flames.

R� TIME TO GET BACK ON TRACK: Lee had won two in a row and three of its last four before the loss to UWF. During 

that streak, the Lady Flames posted 3-0 wins against West Alabama and Spring Hill with another 1-0 win at AUM.

R� NEARING THE HALFWAY MARK OF GSC SEASON: Tonight’s match is Lee’s sixth within the conference. The Lady 

Flames will still have six more contests remaining with just two (Delta State and Mississippi College) at home. Due 

to the postponement of the Valdosta State match, Lee will finish the regular season on a three-match road stretch 

against Christian Brothers (November 1), Union (November 3) and VSU (November 6). 

R� DEFENSE HOLDING GAMES CLOSE: The Lee defense has allowed nine goals in nine matches with three of those 

coming at Tampa, two more at Lander and two against West Florida. Abby Whitcomb has a goals against average of 

1.00 and has secured 39 saves with a save percentage of 0.813. 

R� UPCOMING SCHEDULE: The Lady Flames travel to Montevallo on October 16 before returning home to face Delta 

State on Oct. 25.
