R� GSC OPENERS: While Lee was beating UWA, the Chargers held on for a 1-0 win against Trevecca Nazarene. Sabrina 
Da Silva scored 19:12 into the match with assists by Carley White and Jayla Gillespie.

R� OFFENSE BEGINNING TO HEAT UP: After tallying just one goal in the first four matches, the Lady Flames ripped off 
three goals in their last outing. Lee put 10 of its 21 shots on frame and was credited with nine corner kicks on Friday.

R� DEFENSE HOLDING GAMES CLOSE: The Lee defense has allowed six goals in five matches with three of those 
coming at Tampa and two more at Lander on Saturday. Abby Whitcomb has a goals against average of 1.20 and has 
secured 23 saves with a save percentage of 0.793. UAH’s CeCe Szopa has a goals against average of 0.60 with 19 
saves and a save percentage of 0.864. Four of the Chargers’ five games have been decided by a 1-0 score with four 
of those resulting in losses. UAH beat Kentucky Western 2-0 on September 7.

R� UPCOMING SCHEDULE: The Lady Flames remain at home to complete the GSC weekend on Sunday against 
Alabama Huntsville. Lee will be on the road next weekend before returning to the RCC on October 4.
