Sydnee Duncan 
tacked on a third goal in the second half with an assist by Beyonce Robinson. West Florida had a three-game win 
streak snapped with a 1-1 tie at Trevecca Nazarene. Emille Dueck Doerkesen put UWF up 1-0 in the 80th minute, but 
Trevecca struck with 38 seconds left to salvage a tie.

R� DEFENSE HOLDING GAMES CLOSE: The Lee defense has allowed seven goals in eight matches with three of those 
coming at Tampa and two more at Lander. Abby Whitcomb has a goals against average of 0.88 and has secured 35 
saves with a save percentage of 0.833. UWF’s Maciah Lipsey has a 0.76 goals against average with 15 saves.
