GAME NOTES
R� LAST TIME OUT: The Lady Flames tallied a season-high five goals to beat Valdosta State 5-1. Kassidy Kellett scored twice, 

while Alaysia Nye, Maddie Davis and Grace Berry added one goal each.
R� LEE IN GSC POSTSEASON: The Lady Flames are making their ninth appearance and have accumulated a 15-3-3 record. Lee 

has reached the semifinal round nine times, advanced to the final six times and have won three titles, including last season.
R� LEE AGAINST WEST FLORIDA IN GSC CHAMPIONSHIP: This is the fourth time Lee has faced UWF in the GSC Championship 

with all four coming in the semifinal round. The Lady Flames are 2-0-1 against the Argos in the previous meetings. Lee 
advanced 4-3 in penalty kicks after tying 3-3 in 2015, won 1-0 in 2021 and won 2-1 in 2022.

R� DEFENSE HOLDING GAMES CLOSE: The Lee defense has allowed 16 goals in 17 matches with three of those coming at 
Tampa, two more at Lander, two against West Florida and two more at Union. Abby Whitcomb has a goals against average of 
0.94 and has secured 61 saves with a save percentage of 0.792. She has recorded six shutouts and seven wins.

R� COLLECTING FATHER’S DAY GIFTS: The Lady Flames have set a program single-season record with six ties. Lee has 
recorded 15 ties the last three seasons. The Lady Flames had posted just 15 ties between 2013 and 2021.

R� SOUTH REGION RANKINGS: Lee is #7 in the Nov. 13 South Region Rankings. Florida Tech is the top team with West Florida 
and Montevallo right behind. Union is fourth, Embry-Riddle is fifth and Rollins currently holds the sixth position. Only six 
teams will qualify for the NCAA DII Tournament from the South Region.
