GAME NOTES
R� LAST TIME OUT: The Lady Flames wrapped up the regular season with a 1-1 tie at Valdosta State on Wednesday. VSU took a 

lead with a goal by Molly Wooldridge just 18:37 into the game. Kassidy Kellett tallied the equalizer in the 69th minute.
R� GSC POSTSEASON: Lee is the No. 4 seed and VSU is the fifth seed. The winner of today’s game will face either West Florida 

or Spring Hill on Friday in Huntsville, Ala. The Lady Flames are making their ninth appearance and have accumulated a 14-3-3 
record. This is the third time Lee will face VSU in the GSC Championship and second time in the Quarterfinals. The Lady 
Flames won 5-1 in the 2017 Semifinal and 1-0 in double-overtime in the 2019 Quarterfinal.

R� GSC POSTSEASON HONORS: Lee had four players earn All-GSC recognition. Defender Katie Wilson and midfielder Grace 
Berry were named First Team All-GSC. Goalkeeper Abby Whitcomb and midfielder Jordan Blair made Second Team All-GSC.

R� DEFENSE HOLDING GAMES CLOSE: The Lee defense has allowed 15 goals in 16 matches with three of those coming at 
Tampa, two more at Lander, two against West Florida and two more at Union. Abby Whitcomb has a goals against average of 
0.94 and has secured 60 saves with a save percentage of 0.800. She has recorded six shutouts.

R� COLLECTING FATHER’S DAY GIFTS: The Lady Flames have set a program single-season record with six ties. Lee has 
recorded 15 ties the last three seasons. The Lady Flames had posted just 15 ties between 2013 and 2021.

R� SOUTH REGION RANKINGS: Lee is #8 in this week’s South Region Rankings. Florida Tech is the top team with West Florida 
and Montevallo right behind. Embry-Riddle is fourth, Rollins fifth, Union sixth and Tampa sits in seventh. Only six teams will 
qualify for the NCAA DII Tournament from the South Region.
