R� LAST TIME OUT: Lee outscored AUM 35-11 to sweep the three-game GSC series over the weekend. 
The Flames induced the mercy rule in both nine inning games by the scores of 16-6 and 14-4 before 
winning the seven inning game 5-1.

R� HOME SWEET HOME: Lee is 10-3 so far this season and were 42-17 at home the previous two seasons. Since 
2020, the Flames have posted a record of 114-47 in games in Larry Carpenter Stadium at Olympic Field.

R� GONE STREAKING: Lee has two players with active hit streaks of at least nine. Braden Gabel has a 
current hitting streak of 10 and Casen Youngblood is at nine. Isaiah French has reached base in 17 
straight games with Landon Franklin doing the same in 16 straight. Keilin Sanders has reached safely 
the last 12 games, while Luke Collier and Gabel has reached safely in 10 straight.

R� TURNING THINGS AROUND: After being swept in a three-game series by Delta State back on 
February 13-14, the Flames have rattled off eight straight wins with the Lee offense scoring 10+ runs 
five times. The win streak is the longest since Lee won 13 straight in the 2021 season.

R� GSC STAT LEADERS: Isaiah French leads the GSC with a .431 batting average and an OPS of 1.446. Lee 
has three of the top six run scorers: Luke Collier is first (23), Landon Franklin is tied for second (20) 
and French is tied for fifth (19). French is tied for the home run lead with six. Casen Youngblood is tied 
for third with five. Collier is second (23) and French third (22) in RBI.

R� LOOKING AHEAD: The Flames remain on the road to face Union University this weekend. Lee tnen 
hosts Carson-Newman on March 10.
