R� LAST TIME OUT: Lee upset #9 North Georgia 6-3 in a mid-week non-conference matchup on Tuesday. 
Luke Collier gave Lee a 1-0 lead with an RBI single in the bottom of the first. UNG tied the score with 
the first its two sacrifice flies in the second. Lee plated three runs in the fourth off an RBI double by 
Braden Gable and a two-run single by Aiden McClary. UNG delivered its second sac fly in the fifth and 
Lee responded with an RBI ground out in the fifth inning. UNG pulled within two runs with a home run 
and Isaiah French completed the scoring with an RBI single in the seventh. 

R� HITTIN’ THE ROAD: Lee is playing away from home for the first time this seson. The Flames were 6-15 
away from home last year, including an 0-2 record in neutral-site contests. Since 2022, they have an 
away record of 40-45 and were 9-9 in neutral-site games. Lee is just 7-7 against UAH on the road after 
winning the last five in Huntsville.

R� GONE STREAKING: Landon Franklin has recorded a hit in eight straight games. Braden Gabel and 
Ryan Valdes have done the same in five straight. Franklin and Isaiah French have reached base safely 
in all 10 games this seson.

R� GSC STAT LEADERS: Isaiah French is tied for fifth with three home runs and is tied with Luke Collier 
for 10th with 10 RBI. French is also fourth with 11 walks and tied for seventh with four hit by pitch. Collier 
is tied for first with seven stolen bases and Landon Franklin is tied for fourth with six. French is tied 
for seventh with five.

R� LOOKING AHEAD: The Flames remain on the road for a non-conference mid-week contest at Carson-
Newman on Tuesday. Lee returns home February 27-28 for a GSC series with AUM.
