R� LAST TIME OUT: Lee claimed a pair of wins on Friday against Emmanuel University. The Flames came 
from behind to win 4-3 in the first game of the doubleheader before invoking the run-rule with a 12-1 
defeat of the Lions in the second game. Landon Franklin delivered a two-run double to tied the score 
in the eighth inning and Nate Caraballo was hit by pitch to drive in the game-winning run in the bottom 
of the ninth. Game 2 saw the Flames record 11 hits, including a two-run homer by Isiah French and 
three-run shot by Caraballo that put Lee up 12-1 in the seventh to put an early end to the game.

R� SEASON OPENERS: The Flames won their season opener for the 25th time out of the last 26 years.

R� HOME SWEET HOME: Lee is 2-0 so far this season and were 42-17 at home last two seasons. Since 

2020, the Flames have posted a record of 106-44 in games in Larry Carpenter Stadium at Olympic 

Field. Lee is 7-2 at home against LMU with two straight wins.
R� GSC PRESEASON: The Flames were predicted to finish fifth in the GSC after receiving 79 points from 

the league’s head coaches via an online poll. West Florida was picked first with 117 points. Delta State 
was second (102) with Mississippi College third (100) and Valdosta State fourth (87). JJ Williams, 
Isaiah Frence and Luke Collier were among 33 others on the GSC Returning Players to Watch List.

R� ABOUT LMU: The Railsplitters split a pair of home games on Friday against Cedarville. LMU won the 
opener 6-5 before losing the second game 8-3.

R� LOOKING AHEAD: The Flames host Tiffin University (Ohio) for a three-game series this weekend. 
Currently the teams are scheduled for a doubleheader on Saturday and a single game on Sunday.
