R� THIS WEEKEND’S FORMAT: The Flames and Dragons are scheduled for a doubleheader on Saturday 
and a single nine-inning game on Sunday with both days starting at 1 p.m.

R� LAST TIME OUT: Lee jumped out to a 4-0 lead off two-run home runs by Cody Turner and Isaiah 
French in the first inning and held on for a 5-2 win Tuesday afternoon against Lincoln Memorial.

R� SEASON OPENERS: The Flames won their season opener for the 25th time out of the last 26 years.

R� HOME SWEET HOME: Lee is 3-0 so far this season and were 42-17 at home last two seasons. Since 

2020, the Flames have posted a record of 107-44 in games in Larry Carpenter Stadium at Olympic 

Field. Lee is 5-1 at home against Tiffin with a win in the last contest.
R� GSC PRESEASON: The Flames were predicted to finish fifth in the GSC after receiving 79 points from 

the league’s head coaches via an online poll. West Florida was picked first with 117 points. Delta State 
was second (102) with Mississippi College third (100) and Valdosta State fourth (87). JJ Williams, 
Isaiah Frence and Luke Collier were among 33 others on the GSC Returning Players to Watch List.

R� ABOUT TIFFIN: The Dragons were picked to finish fifth out of six teams in the north division of the 
Great Midwest Athletic Conference (G-MAC). Tiffin begins the season with new head coach Troy 
Merriman who was previously an assistant at University of Findlay from 2018-2024 and was a four-
year starter for UF from 2015-18. He finished with 105 hits, 47 runs and 45 RBI in 158 games at third base.

R� LOOKING AHEAD: The Flames begin GSC play next weekend against Delta State. The teams are 
scheduled to play a single game on Friday (3 pm) and a doubleheader on Saturday (1 pm).
