R� GAME SITUATION: The Flames are playing their fourth non-conference game. This is the final non-
conference date of the regular season.

R� LAST TIME OUT: Lee lost its first game of the season on Saturday at #19 Lenoir-Rhyne University. The 
Bears shot 65% from the field and were 11-for-20 from behind the arc on the way to a 101-64 defeat of 
the Flames. Zach Gray led three other Lee players into double-digit scoring with 16 points. Dayveun 
Anderson added 12, Ben Ritger had 11 and Willie Walton tallied 10 points.

R� GSC PRESEASON: The Flames were predicted to finish fifth this year by the conference’s head 
coaches. Montevallo is the preseason favorite with 114 points. UAH (111) was second, Valdosta State 
(108) third and West Alabama was fourth (86). Lee amassed 82 points in the voting.

R� GSC STAT STANDINGS (AS OF NOV. 24): The Flames are No. 10 in scoring with 76.7 ppg and are No. 10 in 
fewest points allowed (80.7 ppg). Zach Gray is 18th in the GSC at 13.7 ppg, Dayveun Anderson is 19th (13.3 
ppg) and Tylon Chatman is 20th (13.0 ppg). Chatman is also fifth with 4.3 assists per game. Jamarcus 
Wilkins’ 1.3 blocked shots per game is tied for ninth.

R� ABOUT THE PANTHERS: Claflin is a member of the Central Intercollegiate Athletic Association (CIAA) 
and are from Orangeburg, S.C. They enter tonight’s game at 2-1 with wins over Glenville State (95-92) 
and South Carolina Central Christian (118-70). The Panthers lost 96-90 at West Virginia State. They are 
averaging 101.0 ppg and have allowed 86.0 ppg. Seven Panthers are averaging double-digits in scoring. 

R� UPCOMING SCHEDULE: The Flames open GSC action at home against Montevallo on December 4.
