GAME NOTES
R� LAST TIME OUT: The Flames played to a 2-2 tie against AUM at home Sunday afternoon. Lee grabbed a 1-0 lead 

on a goal by Daniel Garvilla in the 22nd minute. AUM tallied the equalizer in the 43rd minute on a penalty kick by 
Sean O’Donnell. Garvilla converted on a penalty kick of his own to put the Flames back ahead with a little under 20 
minutes lef. Benjamin Hoffman delivered the equalizer for AUM with 4:09 remaining. Lee outshot UM 10-8 and put 
seven shots on goal to four by the visitors. Paul Northcutt recorded two saves.

R� STRUGGLING AWAY FROM HOME: The Flames are just 1-3 on the road this season. Over the last three seasons, 
Lee has posted a 7-12-5 record away from the Ray Conn Sports Complex.

R� GSC STAT STANDINGS: Lee is fourth in the GSC with 97 shots taken and are third with 48 shots on goal. UWF 
leads the conference with 115 shots and 52 on goal (tied with MC). Lee’s 14 goals tie them with AUM for fourth, six 
goals fewer than UWF (No. 2). UWF has allowed the third-fewest goals (8), while Lee  is sixth with 10 goals allowed. 
UWF’s Manu Bernabeu has taken the second-most shots (26) in the GSC, but is first with eight goals scored. Rafael 
Esteves is the top assist man with six, while Callum Edwards is tied for second with five.

R� UPCOMING DATES: The Flames will head west to Mobile, Ala., to battle Spring Hill on Sunday. The Flames’ next 
home game is a non-conference meeting with Lander University on Saturday, October 11.
