GAME NOTES
R� SEASON OPENERS: Lee has posted a 28-9-1 record in season openers over the program’s 38 seasons. This is the 

third time that Emmanuel will be Lee’s first opponent with the Flames claiming victories in 1999 (8-0) and 2015 
(1-0). Lee begins the season at home for the 23rd time and hold a 17-4-1 record in those contests. Lee had won three 
straight season openers before losing 1-0 at North Greenfield University in last year’s season opener.

R� GSC PRESEASON: Lee was predicted to finish fifth in the 2025 GSC Preseason Coaches Poll. The Flames collected 
71 points to land 10 points behind Mississippi College for fourth position and were four points ahead of West 
Alabama. Lee did not have any players selected for the 2025 Preseason All-GSC Team. Emmanuel was picked to 
finish fifth in the Conference Carolinas Preseason Poll, edging Barton College by two points.

R� NON-CONFERENCE SCHEDULE: The Flames have five non-conference contests on the schedule. The first four 
matches are out of conference with Emmanuel and University of Findlay at home to begin the season. Next 
weekend Lee travels to Ohio to take on Cedarville University (Sept. 11) and Ohio Dominican University (Sept. 13). The 
final non-conference opponent is Lander University. The Flames host the Bearcats on October 11.

R� UPCOMING DATES: The Flames remain at home for a battle with No. 16 Findlay on Sunday at 1 p.m. The Oilers were 
selected second in the 2025 Great Midwest Athletic Conference (G-MAC) Preseason Coaches Poll. They went 12-4-
5 last season, won their first ever conference championship and second ever appearance in the NCAA Sweet 16.
