MC 

outshot Lee 17-13 and put eight shots on goal to four by the Lady Flames.

R� FINAL TWO WEEKENDS OF SEASON: The Lady Flames have just three matches (all within the GSC) remaining on the 

schedule. The Lady Flames enter the day in fourth place with 19 points in the GSC. West Florida (9-0-1), Montevallo (7-2-2) 

and West Alabama (7-2-1)have clinched three of the eight GSC Championship berths. Right behind Lee are Delta State (4-2-3) 

and Spring Hill (4-2-3) with 15 points each. UAH is seventh (13) with MC in eighth (11) and Union in ninth (10).

R� GSC STAT LEADERS: Alaysia Nye is second in the GSC with 10 goals scored and with four game-winning goals. DSU’s Millie 

Congerton is tied for fifth with five goals and is tied for third with three game-winning goals. Megan Davis is fifth with five 

assists, while teammate Grace Berry is tied with two others for sixth with four. Avery Sides is tied for ninth with three. The 

Lady Flames are fourth in the conference with 23 goals and first with 20 assists, while DSU is tied for seventh with 18 goals 

and tied for 10th with eight assists. Lee has allowed the fourth-fewest goals (10), while DSU has given up 12 (fifth-fewest).

R� UPCOMING DATES: The Lady Flames return home next weekend to host Union (Friday) and Christian Brothers (Sunday) for 

their final regular season contests.
