R� LAST TIME OUT: The Lady Flames scored three first half goals on their way to a 4-0 defeat of Tusculum University on 

Wednesday. Alaysia Nye scored twice in the first 15:31 and Ava Smith gave Lee a 3-0 lead in the 39th minute. Nora Burton 

added a fourth goal in the 83rd minute to supply the final margin. Abby Whitcomb recorded two saves for the shutout win.

R� LEE IN GSC PRESEASON: The Lady Flames were predicted to finish third in the 2025 GSC Preseason Poll. West Florida 

received 12 first-place votes to land as the preseason favorite with 144 points. Montevallo was second with 132 points and 

Lee collected 122 points for third. Abby Whitcomb, Avery Sides and Grace Berry were named to the Preseason All-GSC Team.

R� HOT OFFENSIVE START: Lee has tallied seven goals in their first two games with Alaysia Nye leading the team with four. 

Last season, the Lady Flames had 23 goals in 18 matches. Grace Berry led the 2024 squad with six goals and Nye tallied just 

three goals in 15 games.

R� NCAA DII RANKINGS: Lee moved up to #16 in the United Soccer Coaches Top 25 this week after being unranked in the 

preseason poll back on July 31. The last time the Lady Flames played a USC Top 25 team was a 3-0 loss to #6 West Florida in 

last year’s GSC Semifinal. Lee’s last win over a USC Top 25 team was a 2-1 win at #4 West Florida on Oct. 1, 2023.

R� UPCOMING DATES: The Lady Flames begin GSC play next weekend with matchups at UAH (Sept. 19) and at West Alabama 

(Sept. 21). Lee returns home on Sept. 26 to take on Valdosta State.
