Grace Berry added a second goal in the 13th minute. Nye scored in the 54th minute and Sydney Clements scored off an assist 
by Maci Ritzman to cap the scoring in the 76th minute. Abby Whitcomb secured her third shutout of the season.

R� GSC STAT LEADERS: The Lady Flames are fourth in the GSC with 100 shots and fifth with 47 shots on goal. UWF is third (130) 
in shots and second (62) in shots on goal. Lee’s 16 goals are second-most in the confernence, while UWF is third with 14. 
UWF is tied with Spring Hill for the second-fewest goals allowed (4), while Lee is seventh (7). The Lady Flames lead the GSC 
with 15 assists. The Argos have the fifth-most assists (6). Alaysia Nye leads the conference with seven goals, three game-
winning goals and 15 points. Megan Davis is tied with Montevallo’s Morgan Goehring with a GSC-leading four assists. UWF 
has three of the top five shot-takers in the GSC. Mya Swinton and Megan Gettys are tied for third with 23 shots, while Olof 
Thorvaldsdottir is fifth (22).

R� NCAA DII RANKINGS: After dropping out of the United Soccer Coaches Top 25 last week, Lee is once again receiving votes 
this week. The Lady Flames were ranked #13 two weeks ago. West Florida dropped one spot to #7 this week.

R� UPCOMING DATES: The Lady Flames travel west to Mobile, Ala., to take on Spring Hill on Sunday. Lee returns home on Friday, 
October 10 to face Trevecca for the first of three consecutive home games.
