R� LAST TIME OUT: The Lady Flames posted their second straight win with a 1-0 victory over Valdosta State on Friday. Alaysia

five shots on goal to none for the visitors. 

R� LEE IN GSC STAT REPORTS: The Lady Flames are fourth in the GSC with 82 shots and fifth with 36 shots on goal. Lee’s 12 
goals are second-most in the confernence, while their 11 assists are tops.

R� ABOUT THE WARHAWKS: AUM is coming off a 0-0 tie at Trevecca on Friday. They have been shut out in four of their five 
matches this season. The team tallied all three of its goals in a 3-2 win at Edward Waters on September 8. AUM had three 
separate goal scorers (Michaelyn Manning, Paula Galan Revuelta and Aisling Roche) and one assist each by Giulia Wekesa, 
Chloe Wallace and Emmi Cook.

R� NCAA DII RANKINGS: After a 1-1 week with a 2-0 loss at UAH and a 2-1 win at UWA, Lee dropped out of the United Soccer 
Coaches Top 25. The Lady Flames were #13 last week.  Alaysia Nye is No. 1 in goals (6), game-winning goals (3) and points 
(12). Grace Berry is tied with three others with the conference lead of three assists.

R� UPCOMING DATES: The Lady Flames begin the October portion of their schedule at #6 West Florida (Pensacola, Fla.) 
and Spring Hill (Mobile, Ala.) next weekend. Lee returns home on Friday, October 10 to face Trevecca for the first of three 
consecutive home games.
