R� LAST TIME OUT: The Lady Flames scored twice in the second half on Sunday to defeat Christian Brothers and clinch second 

place in the regular season. Nora Burton scored off an assist by Grace Berry in the 49th minute and Megan Davis added an 
insurance goal with an assist by Lucy Smith in the 66th minute. Abby Whitcomb recorded her 11th win and seventh shutout.

R� LEE IN GSC POSTSEASON: The Lady Flames are making their 10th appearance and have accumulated a 15-4-3 record. Lee 
has reached the semifinal round nine times, advanced to the final six times and have won three titles.

R� LEE AGAINST MISSISSIPPI COLLEGE IN GSC CHAMPIONSHIP: The Lady Flames are 3-2-1, including the 2021 Spring 
Championship, against MC in the GSC Championship. The last time the sides met was in the semifinal of the 2023 
Championship where Lee recorded a 3-1 win on their way to their third GSC Championship title.

R� SOUTH REGION RANKINGS: Lee is #3 in the Nov. 2 South Region Rankings. West Florida is the top team with Nova 
Southeastern right behind. Embry-Riddle is fourth, Montevallo is fifth and Florida Southern currently holds the sixth position. 
Florida Tech sits in sevent and West Alabama is eighth. Only six teams will qualify for the NCAA DII Tournament from the 
South Region.

R� FINAL REGULAR SEASON GSC STAT RANKINGS: Alaysia Nye tied for the GSC lead with 11 goals in two fewer games. Grace 
Berry tied for second with seven assists, while Megan Davis was sixth with five. Avery Sides and Lucy Smith tied with five 
others for ninth with three assists each. Abby Whitcomb tied for fourth with seven shutouts.
