R� LAST TIME OUT: The Lady Flames recorded a 0-0 tie in the rain at Spring Hill (Mobile, Ala.). Lee outshot SHC 10-7 and put five 

shots on goal to two for the Badgers. The Lady Flames registered five corner kicks, while the hosts tallied three.
R� OVER HALFWAY THROUGH SEASON: The Lady Flames have just six matches (five within the GSC) remaining on the 

schedule after tonight’s date with Trevecca. Lee is currently tied with UAH (3-1-1) for third in the GSC standings with 10 
points. Montevallo (6-0-1) holds the top position with 19 points, while West Florida (4-0-1) is close behind. Trevecca holds 
the eighth position with six points. The top eight teams will earn a spot in the GSC Championship.

R� GSC STAT LEADERS: The Lady Flames are fourth in the GSC with 120 shots taken and Trevecca is right behind in fifth (118). 
Lee has put 58 shots on goal (fifth-most), while TNU is 10th (44). Lee’s 16 goals is good for fourth-best and Trevecca’s 10 goals 
is ninth. Lee has allowed eight goals (fifth-fewest) and TNU has given up 15 (ninth). Alaysia Nye continues to lead the GSC 
with seven goals and three game-winning goals. Megan Davis is third with four assists and Grace Berry is tied with three 
others for fourth with three assists.

R� NCAA DII RANKINGS: The Lady Flames did not receive votes this week in the United Soccer Coaches Top 25 after going 0-1-1 
last week. The Lady Flames were ranked #13 three weeks ago.

R� UPCOMING DATES: The Lady Flames  remain at home for the next two contests. Lee battles Montevallo on Wednesday, 
October 15, and will step out of conference to face Embry-Riddle (Fla.) on Saturday, October 18.
