R� LEE IN GSC PRESEASON: The Lady Flames were predicted to finish third in the 2025 GSC Preseason Poll. West Florida 
received 12 first-place votes to land as the preseason favorite with 144 points. Montevallo was second with 132 points and 
Lee collected 122 points for third. Abby Whitcomb, Avery Sides and Grace Berry were named to the Preseason All-GSC Team.

R� ABOUT THE PIONEERS: Tusculum is playing its third straight on the road to begin the season. The Pioneers beat Thomas 
More 5-2 and defeated Ohio Dominican 3-2. Sidney Grant leads the team with three goals and Amya Parker scored twice at 
Thomas More. Addison Rishling has dished out a team-leading two assists. Holly Cowan and Noemie Tartrou have split time 
in goal with each earning one win. Cowan has seven saves with a GAA of 0.97, while Tartrou has a GAA of 3.08 and two saves.

R� NCAA DII RANKINGS: Lee moved up to #16 in the United Soccer Coaches Top 25 this week after being unranked in the 
preseason poll back on July 31.

R� UPCOMING DATES: Lee returns to the road for the next three contests. Lee travels to Dahlonega, Georgia, to take on #13 
North Georgia on Sunday. The Lady Flames begin GSC play the next weekend with matchups at UAH (Sept. 19) and at West 
Alabama (Sept. 21).
