Siri Stenslie added an insurance goal in the 67th minute off an 
assist by Maci Ritzman. Lee outshot TNU 9-6 and put six shots on goal to three by Trevecca. Abby Whitcomb collected three 
saves to record her fifth shutout of the season.

R� OVER HALFWAY THROUGH SEASON: The Lady Flames have just five matches (four within the GSC) remaining on the 
schedule after tonight’s date with Montevallo. Lee is currently tied with West Alabama (4-2-1) and UAH (4-2-1) for third in the 
GSC standings with 13 points. Montevallo (7-0-1) holds the top position with 22 points, while West Florida (6-0-1) is close 
behind. Delta State (2-1-3) and SHC (2-2-3) are tied for sixth. The top eight teams will earn a spot in the GSC Championship.

R� GSC STAT LEADERS: Alaysia Nye is third in goals scored with seven and UM’s Lainey Farabaugh is fourth with six. Morgan 
Goehring has scored four goals (T-5th). Goehring leads the GSC with seven assists. Megan Davis is tied with two others for 
second with five assists. Ciara Duff is yet to allow a goal after recording 18 saves in 540 minutes for six shutouts.

R� NCAA DII RANKINGS: The Lady Flames did not receive votes in the Soccer Coaches Top 25 for the secod straight week. The 
Lady Flames were ranked #13 four weeks ago. Montevallo was #19 in the Preseason Poll. 

R� UPCOMING DATES: The Lady Flames  remain at home and will step out of conference to face Embry-Riddle (Fla.) on 
Saturday.
