GAME NOTES
R� LAST TIME OUT: The Lady Flames lost 1-0 to Mississippi College in the GSC Championship Quarterfinal back on November 8. 

Lee outshot MC 12-4 and put four shots on goal to three by the Choctaws. MC scored 13:06 into the match and held on.
R� LEE IN NCAA POSTSEASON: The Lady Flames are making their ninth NCAA tournament appearance, first under head coach 

Lee Hughes. Lee has accumulated a 5-6-3 record and reached the NCAA Semifinals in 2018. The Lady Flames are 0-3-1 in the 
NCAA Tournament since that time. In the team’s three draws, the Lady Flames have advanced following just one of the three 
shootouts (2017 Second Round at Nova Southeastern).   

R� LAST TIME FACING MONTEVALLO: The Lady Flames and Falcons did all their scoring in the first half in Lee’s 3-1 home victory 
on October 15. Alaysia Nye scored in the 14th and 30th minutes, while Nora Burton added an insurance goal in the 33rd minute. 
Analisa Lujan, Grace Berry and Avery Sides tallied one assist each. Montevallo ended the shutout with a goal by Morgan 
Goehring in the 35th minute. UM outshot Lee 15-7 and put five shots on goal to four for Lee.

R� LEE AGAINST MONTEVALLO IN NCAA CHAMPIONSHIPS: This is the first time Lee and Montevallo will have met in the NCAA 
Division II National Championship. Lee is 7-5-1 all-time against the Falcons.

R� LEE AGAINST THE REMAINING SOUTH REGION FIELD: Lee has played two other teams in the South Region bracket already 
this season. The Lady Flames fell 1-0 at West Florida on October 3 and tied Embry-Riddle (Fla.) 0-0 at home on October 24. 
Lee is 8-9-2 all-time against UWF, 0-0-1 against Nova Southeastern, 1-1-1 against Florida Tech, and 3-3-1 against Embry-Riddle.
