R� LAST TIME OUT: The Lady Flames’ clinched a berth into the GSC Championship and the right to host a quarterfinal match 

with a 3-1 win at Delta State on Monday. Alaysia Nye tallied her league-leading 11th goal to put Lee ahead 1-0 in the 13th minute. 
Lee would go into the half up 2-0 following an own goal in the 40th minute. Megan Davis scored off Grace Berry’s second 
assist of the day to take a three-goal lead with almost 42 minutes remaining. In the 61st minute DSU was credited with an 
own goal to end the shutout. Abby Whitcomb tallied 11 saves to post her ninth win of the season.

R� GSC POSTSEASON TAKING SHAPE: The Lady Flames have just two matches (all within the GSC) remaining on the schedule. 
The Lady Flames enter the day tied with West Alabama (7-2-1) for third with 22 points in the GSC. West Florida (9-0-1) is in 
first with 28 points and Montevallo (8-2-2) is in second with 26 points. Montevallo has completed their GSC schedule, while 
the only three have two matches to play this weekend. UWA is at Spring Hill and West Florida. West Florida hosts UAH on 
Friday. SHC and Delta State are tied for fifth (15 points) with Mississippi College one point behind in seventh. UAH (4-5-1) is 
one point ahead of Union for the eighth seed.

R� ABOUT THE BULLDOGS: Union ended a three-game losing streak with a 5-0 win against AUM last Friday. Lucia Garcia leads 
the team with four goals, while Rebekah Jackson and Paige Blackburn are tied for second on the team with three goals each. 
Dehlia Placie has played the majority of minutes in goal with a 1.31 GAA, 35 saves and three shutouts.

R� UPCOMING DATES: The Lady Flames will complete their regular season on Sunday against Chrisitan Brothers University. 
Lee will recognize the season members of the team at that time. Lee will host one of the four Quarterfinal games on 
Saturday, November 8.
