Megan Davis and Grace Berry each have two assists and are tied 
with three others for third.

R� ABOUT THE BLAZERS: VSU enters tonight’s game after tying then #8 Embry-Riddle (Fla.) 0-0 last Wednesday and losing 
their GSC opener 4-0 to Montevallo last Saturday. Taylor Youmans has scored two of the team’s three goals and Anna 
Dandeneau is credited with the team’s lone assist of the season. Claire Timberlake has played over 516 minutes in goal and 
has a goals against average of 1.74. She has posted 30 saves (third-most in GSC) with a save percentage of .750 after facing 
72 shots.

R� NCAA DII RANKINGS: After a 1-1 week with a 2-0 loss at UAH and a 2-1 win at UWA, Lee dropped out of the United Soccer 
Coaches Top 25. The Lady Flames were #13 last week.
